My Dear Friends, 
 
 Sometimes we concentrate so much on the challenges 
and problems that we forget to celebrate all of the blessings and 
accomplishments that God has provided for us.   

 I included this picture of the front of the Rescue Mission in the September 2007 newsletter when I wrote 
about the deteriorating condition of the Mission’s building and the need for expansion to care for greater numbers 
of homeless people.  Now, one year later, the front of the building looks so much better, but the blessings that God 
has provided do not stop there. 
 
 In the last 12 months the Mission has: 
 
Served over 275,000 meals to the poor; 
 
Graduated 33 homeless men and women from the Relapse  
 Prevention Program; 
 
Created jobs for 30 homeless people in Rescue Industries; 
 
Placed another 250 homeless people in jobs in El Paso. 
 
And, best of all, the Mission staff have been blessed to pray with 
over 150 people who have accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and 
Savior.  These new members of the Christian family are finding 
places in local churches and are finding freedom from homeless-
ness as the presence of Christ changes their priorities and helps 
them make constructive decisions. 
 
 A year ago I wrote about the pressing need for expanding our building and now we have completed archi-
tectural plans and are well on the way to raising the money we need to make this project a reality.  Two blessed 
saints of God, Janet Urquhart and Dolores Zierath, have remembered the Rescue Mission in their wills.  I am sure 
they are now cheering us on as we reach toward our fundraising goals.  They will be remembered for decades by 
the thousands of homeless people who will benefit from the new medical unit and the second floor living quarters. 
 
 You have been a part of these great success stories and the progress of building for the future, and all of the 
homeless people seeking shelter at the Rescue Mission are very grateful for your prayers and your support.  Thank 
you and God bless you for your kindness.
